The delivery of reliable, renewable energy in Wales is a high priority. Further to the UK
Government’'s ambition to achieve ‘Net Zero’ by 2050, the Welsh Government currently

has targets to deliver 70% of Welsh electricity consumption via renewable means by 2030.

Of this, the aspiration is to have at least 1GW within local ownership. As the cheapest
form of energy generation in the UK, wind power has been proven to provide a value for
money answer to the renewable energy generation challenge.

The planning process

This project is deemed a Development of National
Significance (DNS), meaning that we will need

to apply to Planning and Environment Decisions
Wales (PEDW), which will make a recommendation
to Welsh Ministers with whom lies the final decision
on whether to grant planning permission or not.

As part of the DNS process, we are required to
prepare and submit a pre-application consultation
(PAC) report detailing the consultation undertaken
and how feedback has been taken into account for
the project. Following our statutory consultation,
we will prepare our application for submission to
PEDW in early 2023, which will be supported by the
PAC report.
